Ken Brooks is pastor of Calvary Independent Baptist Church of West Redding, 
Connecticut. Saved in 1973, he received a B.S. in Bible with a minor in Greek from 
Bob Jones University in 1979. After fifteen years serving as a Christian school 
teacher and assistant pastor in his home church in central New Hampshire, 
Pastor Brooks came to Connecticut in 1995 to help found the church where he 
now serves. 

He earned an M.B.S. with excellence in Greek from Emmanuel Baptist Theological 
Seminary in Newington, Connecticut, in the first year of its operation. He 
continued post-graduate studies at Baptist Bible Theological Seminary after its 
formation in Cromwell, Connecticut.

In 2008, Pastor Brooks published the book Why Cumbereth It the Ground? An 
examination of the origins and impact of American Christian Fundamentalism, 
in association with Dr. Aaron Strouse.
