Practice of Focus in Worship (17:14-20)

PREMISE: True worship started with right relationship with LORD; justice for believers only! Justice must be levied based on truth!  True worship and justice starts with king (leader)

*Ps. 14:1 No God > no authority!  Secular society cannot rule with justice based on truth! > Prov. 29:2, 12
**God’s ideal = theocracy > Neither Moses, Joshua, or Judges = King > (human government > Gen. 9:5-6) > “king” (Gen. 14:1, 18) > Ex. 15:18 > Rev. 19:16 (false king Abimelech [Jdg. 9], I Sam. 8:4-9 [Saul = tall warrior king afraid of Goliath!!]) > best human kings David and Solomon whose failures pointed to perfect King Jesus during Millennium. (Jesus is King with or without human representation)!  The LORD allowed kings and polygamy but denounced globalism!
