*Two Major Themes: Succession of Joshua and Death of Moses
*Four Major sections in this Chapter 31: New Leader (1-8), Recitation of Law (9-13), Commissioning of Joshua (14-23), Deposition of Law (24-29) 
PREMISE: The work of the LORD continues even though human leaders do not.  The Lord raises up leaders from within.  The LORD knew that the rebels under Moses would continue their rebellion under Joshua.
Deposition of Law (24-30)

PREMISE: Moses finished Deuteronomy and warned that the nation would disobey and self-destruct!

3. The Perversion (v. 27) > rebellion: Moses and will continue > “sons of rebels” (Num. 17:10)
