The Doyle Measure: 

The Doyle Measure is a wooden ruler-like log 
scale for measuring the diameter of trees. This 

measuring ruler in the hands of 
a skilled forester or woodsman 
helps him to determine the 
board foot volumes of standing 
trees and harvested logs. It can 
also be used to determine the 
heights of standing trees. Most 
Doyle measuring sticks are a 

little less than a yard in length and usually a little 
wider than a yard stick in width. Unlike the Doyle 
stick, the Doyle ruler is usually like a folding 
ruler with the Doyle scale and is carried by most 
loggers.

The Word of God is also a measuring tool, but 
instead of measuring trees it measures men and 
their lives. It can tell you where you came from, 
what you are doing here and where you are 
going to end up when this life is over.
