alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen” (Mt. 28:19-20); “But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how 
thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and 
ground of the truth” (I Tim. 3:15); and “And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the 
same commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also” (II Tim. 2:2).

The Dean of Bible Baptist Theological Seminary, Dr. Thomas M. Strouse, will commence his forty-first 
academic year of seminary instruction, having taught hundreds of seminarians around the world in 
various places such as Dubai, India, Indonesia, Ireland, Korea, Philippines, Portugal, Puerto Rico, and in 
the USA, and conferring hundreds of master degrees and forty-five doctoral degrees on pastors, teachers, 
and missionaries.   Dr. Strouse thanks the Lord Jesus Christ for enabling him through years, as he has 
determined to “wholly follow” the Lord.

Meeting Jesus Christ
Text:  Mark 5:1-20 

Can you imagine meeting Jesus 
Christ? What would it be like to meet 
the Lord? Here is a Biblical account 
of just such a meeting, between one 
with an unclean spirit and Christ. This 
man was named Legion because of the 
many devils or demons possessing his 

body. They controlled Legion, causing him to have great 
strength, always crying, and cutting himself, and causing 
him to live alone and among the tombs.

How interesting it was that the unclean spirits 
recognized Jesus Christ as the Son of the most high God, 
and who caused Legion to run and worship Him Christ. 
When the Lord spoke to Legion, he answered him honestly 
and the Lord helped him by casting out the unclean spirits, 
which entered a herd of swine and cause the whole herd 
to be choked in the sea. The end work of the unclean spirits 
is death.

What happened to Legion also happens to people 
today when they truly meet the Jesus of the Bible. It is a 
faith meeting, a believing of God’s words, and acting upon 
them. Jesus said, But as many as received him, to them 
gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them 
that believe on his (John 1:12). When an individual believes, 
God makes him a part of His family. Also when Legion 
believed, and the Lord caused a change in his life. He was 
in his right mind (15), he was calm, settled, satisfied (15), he 
was clothed (15), he desired to be with Jesus (18) and he 
was a publisher, giving testimony of Jesus Christ (20). It is 
just as true today that when Jesus saves someone from sin 
and its penalty, He also changes them (2 Corinthians 5:17).

The Contrast
Reflection: The first verse in our passage today says the 
prince feared. His fear is in stark contrast with Daniel’s 
fear.  One feared man and one feared the LORD. What 
does the Bible say about whom one should fear?

Proverbs 29:25 The fear of man bringeth a snare: but 
whoso putteth his trust in the LORD shall be safe.

The prince of the eunuchs stated that the king could 
have him put to death if he disobeyed and again in 
contrast Daniel was willing to go to his death for fear 
of the LORD.

Matthew 10:28  And fear not them which kill the body, 
but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him 
which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

Melzar, the eunuch’s name, can mean dubious, that is 
to say wavering, uncertain, doubting. Does his name 
suit him in this passage? Do you think the LORD used 
Daniel as a testimony of faith in Jehovah?
