Philippians 1:18-23 
Love is more than a word. Many times 

people say, “I love you” but go on to treat 
the person just the opposite. Love is an 
action as well as a word. In Philippians 
chapter one, the Apostle Paul reveals his 
love for the Lord Jesus Christ his Savior.

First, Paul’s love for Christ was revealed 
in his rejoicing over the preaching of Christ (1:18). Second, 
His love for Christ was revealed in trust in the Spirit of 
Christ’s supply, assistance or provision of His many benefits 
(1:19). Third, his love for Christ was revealed by Paul who 
greatly magnified, Chris in his body (1:20). Forth, Paul’s love 
for Christ was revealed in that he realized Christ was his life 
(1:21).
