Text: Titus 2:1-2
1: But speak thou the things which become sound 

doctrine:
2:   That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, 

sound in faith, in charity, in patience.

The Apostle Paul in verse one commands Titus 
to speak things to the churches on the island 
of Crete. In other words, as Titus teaches, he is 
to teach things that become sound doctrine 
or things that are fitting to being healthy to 
doctrine.  

In verse two, Paul gives the things Titus is to 
speak. These things are directed toward the older 
or elder men in the church and deal with their 
behavior. He is to teach the aged men (presbu,taj 
–  elder men) that they are to be sober, grave, 
temperate, sound in faith, sound in charity and 
sound in patience. Another way of say it, the elder 
men in the church need to be vigilant, serious, 
self-controlled as well as being healthy or strong 
in the faith, in love, and in perseverance.
