we have taken the first step in backsliding. 
Therefore, we should look for what Christ is 
doing in our life and be thankful. Third, by 
letting “the word of Christ dwell in [us] richly” 
(Colossians 3:17). Our relationship with God’s 
Word, we are told should be rich. And as riches 
are cherished, so ought the Scripture be with 
us. Speaking of the wisdom of the Word, 
Solomon said, “She is more precious than 
rubies: and all the things thou canst desire are 
not to be compared unto her” (Proverbs 3:15).

The achievement of spiritual grooming is 
seen in “whatsoever [we] do in word or deed” 
that it is done in concert with Christ our Savior.
