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The Christian’s Future
Having recently officiated in a fu-
neral service for a Christian, I am 
reminded of the blessed future all 
believers may anticipate biblically. 
Two imminent realities face the 
Christian, namely Death and the 
Rapture.  Certainly, funerals are a 
time for showing respect for the de-

ceased and reflection upon one’s passing into eternity. 
The Bible gives great revelation concerning the death of 
the believer. Consider the following:

1. Death for the believer is gain, which is far better:  
“For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain” (Phil. 
1:21) and “For I am in a strait betwixt two, having a 
desire to depart, and to be with Christ; which is far bet-
ter” (Phil. 1:23).

2. Death for the believer is immediate presence with the 
Lord Jesus Christ: “Therefore we are always confident, 
knowing that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are 
absent from the Lord:  (For we walk by faith, not by 
sight:)  We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be 
absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord” 
(II Cor. 5:6-8).  

3. The heavenly home for the believer is the New Jeru-
salem wherein is great beauty and splendor, including 
pearly gates, a street of gold, and the precious Saviour 
(read Rev. 21:1-27). The Lord said, “In my Father’s 
house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have 
told you. I go to prepare a place for you” (Jn. 14:2).  De-
ceased Christians are presently experiencing these great 
blessings, being without pain and alive with Christ! 

4. The Rapture (or catching up) is imminent and will 
occur when Christ returns for the Second Advent, as 
Paul described, “For this we say unto you by the word 
of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the 
coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are 
asleep.  For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven 
with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with 
the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:  
Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught 
up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in 
the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord” (I Thes. 
4:15-17).

How may one obtain the imminent blessings of these 
promises in Scripture? The Lord Jesus Christ stated very 
clearly, “Repent ye, and believe the gospel” (Mk. 1:15).

	   How To Prepare For An Appointment You Cannot Miss

Hebrews 9:27
“And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:” 

How can you be ready for your appointment with death and what follows? 
First, you can recognize the fact of your sinfulness and the fate of that sinfulness. “For 
all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:23) “For the wages 

of sin is death…” (Romans 6:23a)
Second, you can resign humbly to the fact that your sin’s fate is just and deserved. “And the publican, 
standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, 
God be merciful to me a sinner.” (Luke 18:13) 
Third, you can repent – which is to turn from yourself, your sin, and anything and everything you have 
depended upon for salvation and turn to Christ alone. “I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all 
likewise perish.” (Luke 13:3) 
Fourth, you can request by sincere prayer the salvation provided by God in Christ. “For God so loved 
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but 
have everlasting life.” (John 3:16) “For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 
(Romans 10:13) 
Fifth, you can receive by faith the Lord Jesus Christ as your personal Lord and Savior. “But as many 
as received him, to them gave he the power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his 
name:” (John 1:12) “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of 
God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.” (Ephesians 2:8-9) 
Note: If your faith is insufficient for acquiring this gift of salvation, God’s remedy for that insufficiency is 
the hearing of God’s Word. “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God” (Romans 
10:17). You will need the faithful preaching of God’s Word in a Bible preaching church. “How then shall 
they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in him of whom they have 
not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher?” (Romans 10:14)

1 Corinthians 5:5 To deliver such an one unto Satan for 
the destruction of the flesh, that the spirit may be saved 
in the day of the Lord Jesus.

Challenge: Can you remember a time that you have 
been in rebellion, as a child or in school or as an adult, 
what was the action taken to bring correction to you? 
Was the consequence weak or intense? Did it do what it 
was intended to do? Is there a situation today that needs 
correction in your heart, repent! Is there a situation 
today that needs correction in the heart of your child? 
Bring discipline that will get their attention.

Jonah 1:17 Now the LORD had prepared a great fish 
to swallow up Jonah. And Jonah was in the belly of the 
fish three days and three nights.

Reflection: Jonah calls out to the LORD and has 
a change in course. I just had a conversation with a 
parent at my job a week ago regarding parenting and 
discipline. Parents today seem to be afraid to discipline 
their children. Jonah called out to the LORD when the 
situation became uncomfortable and such is the case 
with us and with children. The LORD gets Jonah’s 
attention by turning up the heat, He gets our attention 
by turning up the heat, and we must get the attention of 
our children by turning up the heat.

It seemed Jonah would have continued on this course 
of indifference had the consequences not been so 
distasteful. Children need boundaries, consequences, 
and discipline. One must not be afraid to level discipline 
that is unpleasant to the child. If the child is indifferent 
to the consequence, you have lost the battle and in time 
behaviour will only get worse.

In Matthew 18, Jesus established discipline for church 
members who are unruly and out of step with the 
church body. There are consequences that will be, to 
the believer, very serious as we read in 1 Corinthians. 
Of course, if a non believer is put out of the church 
they already live under the domain of Satan.
