Pre-Tribulation Rapture

I Thessalonians 4:13-5:11 

The Blessed Hope Passage of the Bible: it is from this passage we find a 
comforting hope in the future. Here the Believer learns about the “rapture” of 
the living saints and the glorious resurrection of the departed loved ones who 
were saved and died before the second coming of Christ. It is a shame that 

some would take this joyous hope from Christians by teaching a post-tribulation position – 
teaching that the rapture doesn’t take place until after the great tribulation period. Do you know 
why you believe in a Pre- Tribulation Rapture?

Let me share with you several reasons why the “rapture” is a pre-tribulation event:
1) Because a pre-tribulation rapture is comforting as opposed to a post-tribulation rapture (v.18).
2) Because a post-tribulation rapture doesn’t fit with the fact that N.T. Believers are “not 
appointed to wrath” (v.5:11).
3) Because, to hold to a post-tribulation rapture, you must allegorize that Israel and the church 
are the same. A plain or literal or normal interpretation of Scripture won’t allow for confusing 
of Israel and the church.
4) Because events spoken of in Matthew chapter twenty four, are events relating to Israel and 
not to the church as the post-tribulation rapture position asserts.

Christian, you should  understand and know what you believe. Don’t let anyone steal your joy 
and hope through teaching things which can not hold up to the scrutiny of ‘literal’ interpretation.  
The old prophet Isaiah said it clearly, “For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; 
line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little” (Isaiah 28:10). You must recognize 
and trust that “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for 
reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, 
throughly furnished unto all good works” (2 Timothy 3:16-17).	-CAR

Reflection: What a merciful and longsuffering 
Father we have that He would give Jonah a second 
chance and speaks to Jonah a second time! Think 
about it, before creation, He always existed...He 
doesn’t need us...and yet He loves us and desires 
to invite us to co-labour with Him in the things of 
God. Do you see it as an honor?
We read in 1 Corinthians what Paul says to the 
church in Corinth regarding working together to 
accomplish the things of God:
1 Corinthians 3:6 I have planted, Apollos 
watered; but God gave the increase.
7 So then neither is he that planteth any thing, 
neither he that watereth; but God that giveth the 
increase.
8 Now he that planteth and he that watereth are 
one: and every man shall receive his own reward 
according to his own labour.
