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D uring the week of February 28 to March 4, 2022, Bible

The sessions will begin at 9 AM with a noon luncheon and 

concluding by 3 PM. A book table will be available with many recent volumes and reprints. 

The lecture with syllabi will deal with “The Ephesian Baptist Church:  Her History, 

Doctrine, and Longevity.”  Please RSVP by 4-1-22.  

The Ephesian Baptist Church was a significant biblical assembly in the first century, 

having been started by the Apostle Paul, and having received the canonical books of 

Ephesians, I and II Timothy, and Revelation, and probably the Johannine canonical literature 

(John, I John, II John, and III John) as well.  Luke dealt with the Ephesian church in Acts 19, 

20, and 21.  The assembly had a history of existence for at least forty years. The Ephesian 

Baptist Assembly became the model for all biblical churches. Thus, the immense value of 

studying this significant Asian church helps modern churches have a pattern for doctrine and 

practice.  Timothy received instruction from Paul, who demanded, saying, “Hold fast the 

form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and love which is in Christ 

Jesus” (II Tim. 1:13).  The word for “form” (hupotuposin) means a “sketch” or “outline” 

concerning “sound” (hugiainonton) or healthy words.  The words of Scripture need to be 

preached because they have heavenly authority.  Too often American churches, whether 

emerging, fundamentalist, or even independent, have succumbed to the non-authoritative, 

western opinions and standards with associated entrenched guilt and shame, and forced man’s 

“form” on those who would rather seek the biblical form of sound words.  What was the 

position of the Ephesian Baptist Church on preaching, assembling, accountability, pastoral 

oversight, politics, government congeniality, church agility, size, money, or pastoral or 

personal hubris?  Paul’s words to Timothy and the Ephesian assembly are the outline for the 

biblical church.  How may the Lord’s assemblies stay within the lines of Paul’s outline?

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“Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but 

alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:11 

THE BELIEVER’S ACCOUNTING 

T he word “reckon” is an accounting word. The basic idea is one of 

accounting, crediting, charging or imputing. One might do this with 

numbers in their checkbook after a transaction has occurred. The Greek verb 

“reckon” in Romans 6:11 is in the imperative, which simply means, the 

Believer is commanded to reckon or account or imput, in this case two 

things, to himself. 

T he first of these things deals with the believer’s attitude toward personal sin. He is to account 

to himself, that he is dead or separated from sin, because of the death of Christ. “For in that 

he [Jesus] died, he died unto sin once” (Romans 6:10). “Let not sin therefore reign [rule] in your 

mortal body, that you should obey it in the lust thereof” (Romans 6:12). The believer’s attitude 

toward sin is thus: he accounts himself dead with Christ and therefore dead to sin. The believer, 

therefore, being dead to sin, separates himself from the controlling desires of the flesh. This helps 

him to live a holy life. “But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of 

conversation” (1 Peter 1:15). 

T he second accounting deals with the believer’s attitude toward personal living. He is to 

account to himself, that he is alive unto God, because of the resurrection of Christ. The 

resurrection points to the fact that Christ has conquered death. “Knowing that Christ being raised 

from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him” (Romans 6:9). The believer, 

accounting himself alive in Christ, is free from the dominion or power of death. The believer no 

longer fearing death is free and able to live and serve the Lord, because he is alive forever in Christ. 

T he Apostle Paul summing up his own accounting said, “I am crucified [reckoned dead] with 

Christ: nevertheless I live [reckoned alive]; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life 

which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself 

for me” (Galatians 2:20).  -CAR
