THE UNSPEAKABLE GIFT 

“Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift”  

2 Corinthians 9:15. 

When the Apostle Paul wrote his second letter to the church of Corinth, 

he spoke to them about giving. As he concludes his thoughts of giving, 

he thanks God for his unspeakable gift. 

What is God’s unspeakable gift? Paul was alluding to the example of God’s giving, His gift of 

everlasting life that comes by faith in His only begotten Son: “For God so loved the world, that 

he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have 

everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the 

world through him might be saved” John 3:16-17. 

Jesus Christ was acknowledged as God’s gift who could give the living water of eternal life. In 

John’s account of the woman at the well: “Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest 

the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of 

him, and he would have given thee living water” John 4:10. Further, Peter when speaking of the 

salvation through Jesus Christ to Simon in the city of Samaria, he acknowledges this as the gift 

of God: “But Peter said unto him, Thy money perish with thee, because thou hast thought that 

the gift of God may be purchased with money” Acts 8:20. 

Also, the Apostle Paul acknowledges that salvation, eternal life, through Jesus Christ is the gift 

of God to all of mankind. He shared with the church at Rome: “For the wages of sin is death; 

but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord” Romans 3:23, and with the 

church at Ephesus: “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is 

the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast” Ephesians 2:8-9. 

What is the unspeakable gift of God? It is the salvation, everlasting life to man, that God gives 

to all men who will receive His only begotten Son. Have you received Jesus Christ as your 

Savior and become partaker of God’s unspeakable gift?    -CAR
