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 “For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be 
baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.”

SPIRIT BAPTISM CHART AND COMMENTARY  

 

Theological truths coming from the Chart: (see page 2) 

1. The Lord Jesus Christ was the administrator and the Holy Ghost was the element into 

Whom believers were baptized for Authentication and Power (Mt. 3:17; Mk. 1:8; Lk. 3:16; 

Jn. 1:31; Acts 1:5; and 11:16) on the Day of Pentecost (Acts 2), showing to the Jews (Acts 

2), then Samaritans (Acts 8), then Gentiles (Acts 10-11), and then for Paul (Acts 19) the 

Gentiles, that the Lord’s new institution was no longer the Temple on Saturday for animal 

sacrifices but Now Sunday (Pentecost) in the Baptist Assembly of the Upper Room focusing 

on the final sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ!   Jews sought signs and therefore tongues, 

etc., followed. 

2. By the time Paul wrote Ephesians, Spirit Baptism had ceased and then there was One 

Baptism (John’s Baptism of repentance [Eph. 4:5]). 

3. Just as the glory of the LORD filled the house or Tabernacle (Ex. 40:34), and the Temple 

(I Ki. 8:10-11), authenticating His place of worship, so likewise He filled the house of the 

Upper Room (Acts 2:1-4), and will fill the house of the Millennial Temple (Ezk. 43:4-5), 

revealing His respective places of worship Dispensationally! 

4. The prophecy of Joel 2:28-32 was compressed as Joel gave it, but it predicted two 

“pouring out” events or two comings of the Spirit of God, one at Pentecost coming on the 

120, and the second pouring out upon “all flesh” at the outset of the Millennium (Ezk. 43:4-

5)! In like manner, Isaiah compressed his prediction of the coming of the Lord (Isa. 61:1-2 

see with Lk. 4:18-19) and Scripture revealed His First Coming (Isa. 61:1-2a) and His 

Second Coming (Isa. 61:2b). 

5. The Lord declared that the ministry of the Holy Ghost was  “with” the OT saints and 

apostles/disciples until He ratified the New Covenant (Ezk. 36:25-27) on the Cross (Mt. 

26:26), and then the Spirit “shall be in you” (Jn. 14:17), which regeneration indwelling 

occurred at Pentecost.
