Significant Baptism

In spite of a historical Northeast blizzard 
disrupting church services on February 10, 
2013, the ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ 
moves on, with many activities planned for the 
spring. BBC will be involved in many events 
in the next few months.  Dr. Thomas Strouse 
will be teaching the Book of Job and I and II 

Thessalonians in Quezon City, Philippines during the week of 
Feb. 18-22, 2013, and participating in the BBTS graduation 
service for 13 Filipino seminary graduates.  He will then teach 
I Corinthians at Heritage Baptist Theological Seminary, with 
Associate Professor Jeff Skorupski teaching Hebrew.  On April 
18, BBC will host the fourth annual Spring Lecture Series dealing with biblical missions and church 
planting, and featuring adjunct professor Dr. Noel Meadowcroft, church planter Greg Breeden, and host 
pastor and seminary dean Dr. Thomas Strouse.  On Sunday, May 12, 2013, BBC will commission Dr. and 
Mrs. Harold Davidson to plant a church in their house in Cody, WY after they leave the area this summer.  
The next Sunday, May 19, 2013, BBTS will graduate several seminarians with various seminary degrees, 
including three doctorates, upon the candidates completing all requirements, including dissertation 
defenses for the doctoral candidates. 

For several years BBTS has conducted modules in Iloilo, Philippines with host Pastor Emmanuel Tanierla.  
The purpose of the seminary modules is to inculcate biblical knowledge to the Filipino pastors and 

missionaries.  One such pastor came out of a denominational charismatic 
church movement and began to take courses.  As he learned the biblical 
teaching that there is no mystical Body of Christ, no current Spirit Baptism, 
and hence no supernatural use of “tongues,” he rejected the heretical doctrine 

of his denomination and taught his church biblically.  
Recently, he submitted to NT baptism in Garden Baptist 
Bible Church under Pastor Tanierla’s leadership, and 
his church will do the same.  The seminary teaching 

of Scriptures, along with 
the counsel of Pastor 
Tanierla and the late Pastor 
Nate Villafuerte, brought 
scriptural conviction and 
biblical guidance to this 
pastor, who is now a NT 
Baptist!

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Look To The Heart
“All these evil things come from within, and defile the man” 

Mark 7:23

Too often we look at the outward 
appearance of our lives, when we 
should be looking on the inward. It is 
what comes out from with in us that 
defiles us; Jesus made this abundant-
ly clear, when he said, “That which co-
meth out of the man, that defileth the 
man. For from within, out of the heart 
of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulter-

ies, fornications, murders, thefts, covetousness, wickedness, 
deceit, lasciviousness, an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolish-
ness: All these evil things come from within, and defile the 
man” (Mark 7:20-23).

The heart of man is not just the physical organ of the 
body. But, rather in Scripture, it refers to the seat of person-
al government or self will, a place in which knowledge can 
be deposited and drawn upon. The LORD said, “I will give 
them a heart to know me” (Jeremiah 24:7), And Jesus said, 
“Blessed are the pure in heart; for they shall see God” (Mat-
thew 5:8). When a man receives Jesus Christ as his Savior, 
God gives him a pure heart and one that can know Him. 
Therefore, our heart must be continually checked. Two 
reasons for this: First, because of our depraved and sinful 
nature (Romans 3:23). Second, because it is exceedingly 
relevant to our life and walk with the Lord Jesus Christ our 
Savior (Proverbs 4:23).

We should clearly understand our attitudes, our words 
and our behaviors are the result of the condition of our 
heart. Jesus said, “A good man out of the good treasure of 
the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of

the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things” (Matthew 
12:35). The writer of Proverbs said, “For as he thin-
keth in his heart, so is he ” (Proverbs 23:7). Is it pos-
sible for us to purpose in our heart to do good? The 
answer is, Yes! (2 Corinthians 9:7). How is it done? 
You do it by placing God’s Word in your heart (Psalm 
119:11). The heart will then have a standard of mea-
sure, that is “truthful,” and that can be used in the 
exercise of our will. Paul’s prayer for the Ephesians 
includes a desire that “the Father of glory, may give 
[them] the spirit of wisdom and the revelation in the 
knowledge of him: the eyes of [their] understanding 
being enlightened” this referring to the implanting 
of heavenly understanding in their hearts (Ephe-
sians 1:17,18).

Beloved, be looking to your heart. Feed it with the 
Word, discipline it to surrender to the Spirit’s con-
trol. Keep a close check on it, as one would check 
on the oil in an automobile. As the heart goes, so 
goes the life.
