Commissioning Service of Dr. and Mrs. Davidson
On May 12, 2013, BBC had the privilege of commissioning Dr. and Mrs. Harold Davidson as 
church planters to establish a NT assembly in their Cody, WY home. The men of BBC laid 
hands on this godly couple and prayed over them, publically authorizing them for this biblical 
task. Several pastors of area church sent letters of recommendation, commendation, and 
encouragement to the Davidsons.  These letters recognized BBC as the authorized agency 
to commission these church planters, and the testimonial letters were read in the service.  
First century Christians established churches 
in their houses, as the Scripture testifies in 

several accounts.  For instance, Paul wrote a canonical Epistle to 
Philemon, and “the church in thy house” (Phile. 1:1-2). Elsewhere, 
the Apostle alluded to “Nymphas, and the church which is in his 
house” (Col. 4:15).  Of course, the quintessential couple to have a 
church in their house was Aquila and Priscilla.  They were involved 
in the church plant at Corinth (Acts 18:1-2), at Ephesus (Acts 
18:18-28), at Rome (Rom. 16:4-5), and again at Ephesus (II Tim. 
4:19).  They had based their practice of starting churches in their 
various homes by recognizing and 
implementing the truth of the Lord 
Jesus.  He required that two or three 
to be gathered in His name willing 
to carry out church discipline in 
order to be an authoritative church 
(Mt. 18:20; cf. Rev. 1:13).  They 
practiced the Great Commission 
by evangelizing, baptizing, and 
catechizing (Mt. 28:19-20) from the 
church in their house, according to 
the aforementioned verses.

“But I say unto you, That every idle word that

It is very clear from the 
Scripture, God is going to hold 
us accountable for everything 
we say.

defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course 
of nature;” (James 3:6). “The tongue can no man tame; 
it is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison” (James 3:8). It 
is a window into the depraved heart of man, “for out 
of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh” 
(Matt.12:34).

Words are associated with three of the seven 
things God hates: “a lying tongue...a false witness that 
speaketh lies, and he that soweth discord among the 
brethren” (Proverbs 6:17-19). But God expects His 
children to have a governed speech in their lives. He 
says, “Put away from thee a froward [unruly] mouth, 
and perverse lips put far from thee” (Proverbs 4:24). “Let 
your speech be always with grace, seasoned with salt, 
that ye may know how ye ought to answer every man” 
(Colossians 4:6), and have “a sound speech, that cannot 
be condemned” (Titus 2:8).

“The heart of the wise teacheth his mouth, and addeth 
learning to his lips” (Proverbs 16:23). God says it 
plain, “the tongue can no man tame” (James 3:8). But 
it doesn’t say, God can’t tame it; but rather just the 
opposite. “The preparations of the heart in man, and 
the answer of the tongue, is from the LORD” (Proverbs 
16:1). Yes, the tongue is tamable through Jesus Christ. 
He said, “The things which are impossible with men are 
possible with God” (Luke 18:27). And the Apostle Paul 
reminds us of that, when he said, “I can do all things 
through Christ which strengtheneth me” (Philippians
