On April, 22, 2010, BBC will host her 
first Spring Lecture Series focusing 
on the defense of the  theology and 
practice of the biblical doctrine that 
the body of Christ refers exclusively 
to the local church (cf. Eph. 1:22-23; 
I Cor. 12:27).  Most of Christendom 
(Catholics, Protestants, and Baptists) 
assumes that there is some sort of 

invisible, mystical, spiritual body of 
Christ that is composed of all saints.  
They also assume that the Holy Spirit 
baptizes repentant believers into the 
mystical body of Christ at conversion.  
This theological ecumenism, wheth-
er liberal or fundamentalist, has 
practical ramifications that hurt the 
Lord’s candlesticks.  Through careful 
study of the Bible, these assumptions 

will be weighed in the balances of Scripture and found 
wanting.    Dr. Thomas M. Strouse (BBTS) will deal with the 
biblical and historical arguments, and Pastor Cas Reeves 

(HBTS) will deal with the practical ramifications.
	 Since the Spring Lecture Series will be held in 
the auditorium of BBC, there will be limited seating.

Background: Asaph’s psalm about judgment on the wick-
ed is juxtapositioned with the sons of Korah psalms (42-49) 
that deal with David’s ouster by Absalom.  Asaph’s other 
psalms occur as a unit in a different place of the Psalter (73-
83).  The wicked man that Asaph addressed was Absalom 
who usurped David’s kingship (II Sam. 14-18).  Absalom 
was guilty of at least three sins with which his followers 
were complicit.   

Absalom was a thiefI.	
The same word used in Ps. 50:18 occurs in II Sam. A.	
15:6 (cf. Ex. 20:15).
He stole the hearts of David’s people.B.	
Those that followed him were complicit in his sin C.	
of thievery.

Absalom was an adultererII.	
He followed the foolish advice of the traitor A.	
Ahithophel (II Sam. 16:21).
He went into David’s concubines in the sight of all B.	
Israel (II Sam. 16:22-23)

Absalom sinned with his mouth (he gave III.	
his “mouth to evil”)

He exalted his wisdom to those who came A.	
to him with controversy (II Sam. 15:2).
He demeaned King David to the same B.	
group (II Sam. 15:3-6).
Those that received his pretentious rul-C.	
ings were complicit in his sin of blasphe-
my.

The Bible warns about the sin complicity.  
Paul stated, saying, “Who knowing the judgment 
of God, that they which commit such things are 
worthy of death, not only do the same, but have 
pleasure in them that do them” (Rom. 1:32).  

The hearer should examine his or her heart to see 
if  the sin of complicity exists and if so, repent and 
reconcile.

When thou sawest a thief, then thou consentedst 
with him and hast been partaker with adulterers.
