The recent book by David A. Ellsmore, The Church 
Which Is His Body:  Is it Local or Universal, (West 
Basingstoke, England:  West Basingstoke Baptist 
Church, 2010 [144 pp.]) is a work that 
has come out of the crucible of fire.  
Pastor Ellsmore has been the pastor 
of West Basingstoke Baptist Church 
since 1981.  While in seminary (2005) 
through the Emmanuel Baptist 
Theological Seminary extension in 
Ireland, his ecclesiological position 
of holding to the universal, invisible 
church was biblically challenged.  As 
he conformed his ecclesiology to 
that of Scripture, he recognized the 
Christian responsibility to instruct 
his church in harmony with Christ’s 
teaching.   Pastor Ellsmore real-
ized the potential for costly conse-
quences in his assembly, but desir-
ing to please his Savior rather than 
man, counted the cost and ultimately lost half of 
his congregation.  His studies and teaching dur-
ing this time of fiery trial resulted in the finished 
manuscript.  He lost favor with friends, family, 
and pastors because of his position that Scripture 
teaches that the ekklesia is the visible assembly of 
immersed saints, while at the same time gaining 
favor with the Lord Jesus Christ.  I take 
great joy in presenting and promot-
ing The Church Which Is His Body as the 
manifestation of his walk in truth (III 
Jn. 1:4), and as the fruit of the exposi-
tion of Scripture through the seminary 
extension in Europe (Jn. 15:16).   

With theological precision and Chris-
tian grace, Pastor Ellsmore repudiates 
his previous notion of the universal, 
invisible church.  Theologically, he 
shows the biblical fallacy of holding 
to two churches and two baptisms.  
Pastorally, he carefully and compas-

sionately repudiates the position because of the practi-
cal ramifications that affect the sanctification of believers, 
and especially the sanctification of Baptist church mem-
bers.  The book layout effectively reflects the biblical logic 
which counters human logic when ecclesiological discus-
sions occur.  Pastor Ellsmore knows the so-called “objec-
tions” and counters them head on with Scripture.  He gives 
biblical definitions for “church” and “body” and deals with 

John’s theology of Spirit Baptism.  He 
asks whether there was an assembly 
before Pentecost, and shows the bib-
lical affirmation replete through the 
Gospel accounts.  He addresses other 
questions such as the nature of the 
“Bride,” the “Kingdom of God,” and the 
“Family of God.”  He argues for the de-
fense that John’s baptism was New Tes-
tament baptism, and the “one baptism” 
(Eph. 4:5), while clearly rejecting and 
avoiding any scandal of “Landmarkism” 
or “Baptist Bride-ism.”  His book is filled 
with lists, footnotes, and diagrams, il-
lustrating and elucidating his points 
with great clarity.  He attaches five ap-
pendices, focusing on auxiliary eccle-
siological issues, and rounding out 

a very thorough study of ekklesia in the New Testament.  
With great pastoral care, Ellsmore gives his final plea, say-
ing, “It is highly likely that Baptists will again be persecuted 
in our Western society and those Baptists who support the 
non-biblical concept of a universal church or body will, al-
beit inadvertently, be helping to bring about this persecu-
tion on themselves.”

Solomon is the author of the overwhelming majority of 
the Book of Proverbs.  He was the son of King David and 
Bathsheba (2 Samuel 24).  Solomon followed his father Da-
vid as the King of the Nation of Israel (1 Kings 1).  
As King, the Lord greatly blessed Solomon 
by telling Solomon, “Ask what I shall give 
thee.” (1 Kings 3:5)

In response to the Lord, Solomon 
asked for wisdom (an understand-
ing heart) with which to judge the 
people and to discern between 
that which is good and that which is 
bad.  The Lord, in His goodness, gave 
Solomon a wise and understanding 
heart so that, by God’s grace, there was 
none like Solomon, neither before nor af-
ter him.  It was pleasing to the Lord that of all 
the things that Solomon could have asked for, he chose 
to ask for an understanding heart.  Because of his selfless 
choice, the Lord blessed Solomon with many things that 

he did not ask for such as riches and honor. 

If the Lord were to make you the same offer that 
He made to Solomon, what would you ask for?  

As a New Testament believer, we have 
a promise from the Word of God 

very similar to that of Solomon.  
James 1:5 says, “If any of you 

lack wisdom, let him ask of 
God, that giveth to all men 
liberally, and upbraideth 
not; and it shall be given 
him.” Do you desire a wise 

and understanding heart?  
What are we to do if, like 

Solomon, we desire to have an 
understanding heart? Are there 

circumstances in your life in which you 
have need of Divine Wisdom?  Why not humbly 

bow your head and ask the Lord for the wisdom, 
understanding and discernment that you need?
